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Research on Impacts of Participatory Community Planning on the Publicity

of Public Space Based on Child-friendly Perspective: A Case Study of Xicheng
Community in Zhuhai
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Abstract Under the background of the current urban regeneration planning and the lack of publicity of public space, participatory
community planning has established a closer relationship with public space. Existing studies mostly focus on the public
participation mode relying on the construction of public space, and pay little attention to the influence of participatory
community planning on public space. Based on the theory of participatory planning, this paper selects accessibility, function
and inter-subjectivity as the component dimension of public space publicity, constructs an analysis framework for restructuring
public space publicity by participatory community planning. The paper takes Xicheng Community in Zhuhai City as an
example to discuss the influence and mechanism of participatory community planning on the publicity of public space under
the concept of child-friendliness. Research has shown that by establishing a long-term mechanism for public participation and
taking public space as the object of construction, participatory community planning promotes significant changes in public
space publicity in the dimensions of function and inter-subjectivity.
