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Building a child-friendly city reflects the people's yearning for a better life, which is related to the growth and development of
children and a better future. Under the background of "new town development” and based on the pilot practice of Songjiang
New Town, this paper discusses the problems in current child-friendly community construction, such as a large gap between
the implementation objectives and measures and outstanding global cities, the lack of relevant technical standards and
guidelines for urban planning and management, and needed improvement in the urban environment from the perspective
of children priority. By learning from the cases of Rotterdam in the Netherlands, Nagareyama City in Japan and Jinglong
Community in Shenzhen of China, this paper puts forward three countermeasures and suggestions. First, protect the legitimate
rights and interests of children and improve the system and mechanism for the construction of child-friendly communities.
Second, strengthen the leading role of planning and implement the child-friendly layout with legal planning. Third, highlight

children's priorities and maximize children's interests, and promote the construction of child-friendly space projects.
