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The Experience and Inspiration of Community Building in Social Housing:
A Case Study of "Taipei Social Housing for Youth Innovation"
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Abstract Social housing is often labeled due to its social welfare attributes that bring about the phenomenon of clustering of
disadvantaged groups, which often triggers isolation by neighboring residents. In order to avoid social exclusion, apart from

improving the hardware conditions of social housing, mixed-income housing models can be adopted, but the heterogeneity

of residents' identities and incomes makes community integration difficult. In response to these problems, "Taipei Social
Housing for Youth Innovation" has carried out targeted community building activities in social housing with remarkable

results. We analyze the program from various perspectives, such as the participating parties, operation mechanism, creation
strategy, current effectiveness and problems, study the process of promoting community building, and conclude four practical
experiences, such as flexible policy and institutional innovation, collaborative cooperation of multiple parties, flexible and
diverse interaction mechanism, and value orientation of mutual benefit and sharing, in order to provide a reference for

promoting community building in mixed-income communitiesin mainland China.
