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The Pathways to Resilient Community Building from the Perspective of
Co-production: A Case Study of Granby Four Streets Community Regeneration in

Liverpool, UK
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Abstract China has stepped into the era of urban regeneration. Community regeneration is an important aspect of urban regeneration.

During the process of community regeneration, the improvement of social governance and self-organization are important

apart from the improvement of physical aspects. By introducing community resilience and co-production theories, this

research takes the Granby Four Streets community regeneration program as an example, exploring the strategies of community

resilience enhancement and the approaches to co-production implementation. It highlights three aspects of community

resilience improvement: networking, community cohesion, and collaboration. Based on the aspects discussed, the paper

summarizes several approaches toward community resilience, including linking resources, encouraging public participation,

and introducing professionals, hoping to support the old community regeneration in China.
