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The New Model and Policy Response of Affordable Housing Construction in
China: From the Perspective of the Evolution of State-Market-Society Relationship
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Abstract The construction of affordable housing is an important measure to solve the problems of people's livelihoods and promote
the healthy development of society and economy. At present, under the macro-socio-economic background of the major
changes in the supply and demand relationship of the real estate market and the financial burden brought by the government,
combined with the idea of "accelerating the construction of a new model of real estate development and increasing the
construction and supply of affordable housing" at the national level, this paper reviews the phased characteristics of China's
affordable housing construction from the perspective of state-market-society relationship. This paper discusses the practical
challenges faced by housing construction in China, and further puts forward that we should adjust the state-market-society
relationship, and respond to them in multi-cooperation and co-construction mode. Specifically, in the context of national
strategies, such as urban renewal and rural revitalization, multiple approaches are taken to solve the problem of shortage of
affordable housing, innovative planning control measures are taken to encourage multi-agent to fully participate in affordable
housing construction and community governance, and supporting policies such as land finance, taxation, financial laws and

regulations are improved to ensure the orderly operation of the housing market.
