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Residents Participating in Urban Renewal and Re-establishment of Community:

A Case

Study on Village Regeneration of Nosandong at Changwon City in Korea
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Inner city construction is an important topic at the post-industrial period. Only in recent years, urban regeneration began to be tried in
Korea. The regeneration project of Nosandong village is different with traditional ones which pay much attention on physical spatial
construction. It launches local residents to participate in the regeneration project, to solve community development problems and re-
establish the community successfully. Nosandong is a good model for Chinese urban village regeneration and urban renewal projects.
This paper examines its changing courses of each stage (periods of introduction, interest, growth, and settlement) and concludes
seven directions: (Dparticipation of residents in various classes, @to find regional resources, ®to spread resident-led projects,
@®to run community center (village company office), ®to sell various products (participate in education course), ®to return profits
(support vulnerable social group), @to develop markets (No.2 village company - book cafe). As interest and participation of residents
increase, project nature (interest - participation - physical recycling - integrated recycling) will be converted accordingly, and the

project begins to be operated by residents.
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
