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Garden Suburb Movement in British and American Area and Its Reference
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Abstract Garden suburb movement, a type that has its roots in late-eighteenth-century England, flourished in England and the United States in

the nineteenth century, then became an international phenomenon in the first two decades of the twentieth century. The impact of the

garden suburb gradually diminished between the two world wars, but this type of community is now being revalued and reestablished

as a development model as part of New Urbanism’s Traditional Town Movement. Rurality and the sense of community are the most

significant factors in the garden suburb movement.
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
